Working group status

· CDDLM-WG: 

· Complete 5 documents, 4 implementations, under leadership transition.

· Q: What is their future plan?

· A: ADs do not know.  They have been working on implementation and interoperable test.  But they are rather silent recently.  No session at OGF19.
· UR-WG

· Close to editor re-submission.  No session at OGF19.
· RUS-WG: 

· WG has new three co-chairs (from EU funded projects) and new charter.

· There are 5 implementations.
· Plan to develop two documents “core” and “extended”
· Stephan asks if there is synergy between RUS and UR or possibility to merge two.  Co-chairs believe that they should not be merged. UR-WG defines record format and RUS-WG defines service interface. They should have tight communication but not merge.  Common attribute between RUS and UR is identifier in the usage record format and use of that identifier in the service to access/obtain the usage record(s).
· APIs in spec have been deleted and aggregated.  Is another public comment period needed?  Not clear cut answer so far from co-chairs.  Hiro thinks if prototypes are deleted or added, then it is likely to have one more public comment review.  Co-chairs will discuss this issue within WG and let ADs know their decision. 

· ACS-WG

· GFD-R.P. published. Two implementations exist, Business Grid Project and NAREGI Project.

· One session at OGF19

· GLUE-WG

· WG approved just before OGF19.

· WG plans to make major update from current GLUE v1.3.

· JSDL, OGSA-BES influence WG’s work
· WG has no plan to make GLUE 1.3 as OGF document.

· What does SCRM stand for?  Standards development organizations Collaboration on networked Resources Management
· SCRM is a round table collaboration among SDOs. Management is not just grid but everywhere, e.g. network, teleco
· Management Service.

· Management interface / protocol for each resource

· Management info / data model for each resource

· Service modeling is gap?
